EQ:  How might an author signal importance?
	2. Today we are going to explore ways authors signal importance.  When we read it is our job to extract the key or essential information and determine what is important.  One thing I do as a reader is consider how the author may be signaling the reader that this could be an important idea.  
3. Our EQ to focus our thinking will be: How might an author signal importance?  I think that author may signal importance by the way the page is laid out and what is included.  As I look as this text I notice a few pictures, captions, and the headings.  The headings here will help me to focus my thinking and make decisions about what is probably most important. 
4. Model reading aloud from Shorebirds p. 8-9 I noticed the author signals of the caption, repeated idea, large image and bold words (list on chart).  The word migrate seems really important because it is bolded here then it is the focus of this big map.  What have I read that is worth remembering?  
5. (complete chart- Text (shorebirds p. 8-9)/Author Signal (bold words, map, repeated idea) /Important Idea (understanding shorebird migration patterns and what effects them)
